where he sdected land at Wampoony.
Fora periodhewas engaged

in
bullockdrivingon the Kingston

road, an occupation in
which he

was one of the first to be engaged
in on the NorthRoad. He carried

on farming for a long time after
leaving the road, untilold age compelled

him to leave the strenuous

dutiesofa tiller of the soil. He
then came and resided privatelyat
Mundalla.and

later on with his
daughter(Mrs J. Gillies)at Bordertown

where he remained until
the time of hisdeath. He was respected

by allwho knew him. The
deceased'swife

is stillliving, but
is

very low.
Therewas a family of

six sons and three daughters,42
grandchildren,anb 16 great-grandchildren.

Mrs John Jones, of

Moonta, an only sister survives

him.
