He
was present at the recent Goomalling
race meeting, where he met many old
friends. He leaves a widow and a

rived at the Northam Cemetery at

about 3 p.m., where a large number
of people had assembled. The
remains were interred in the Angli
can portion of the Cemetery, and the
first part of the service was conducted
in the Mortuary Church.

splendid work of the departed one.
