Timothy Kelly — Convict Number 5066
(1840 - 1898)

Kelly, born in Ireland, was a shoemaker and was
convicted of murder at Guernsey Court in 1856 and
given a life sentence.

Kelly, with an accomplice called Nugent Loughnan,
murdered two Frenchmen, Jean Langlois and Louise
Thiesse,. They were trying to get a drink but the two
Frenchmen, one the publican, would not let them

James Burgess — Convict Number
5203
(1820 — unknown)

He was convicted of larceny at the Central Criminal
Court in 1857 for his part in the First Great Train
Robbery.

On the night of 15 May 1855, Chaplin & Co. Carriers
were transporting three boxes of gold from

London, via Folkestone and Boulogne, to Paris.

Each solidly constructed box was weighed and
sealed at the carriers' office and taken to the
London Bridge station.

When the boat reached Boulogne, the safes were
unlocked and weighed. None of the boxes showed
any sign of interference, but one weighed forty
